WATTLE GLEN
One of the oldest and most respected residents of the district 
passedaway on Sunday last in the persons of Mr Edward James 
Qualtrough, atthe age of 64 years. About eight months ago he 
was under the doctor,but for the past two months he had been 
ill, and was taken to ahospital in Melbourne three weeks ago, 
where he died.

A large number attended the funeral on Tuesday, the remains 
beinginterred in the Diamond Creek cemetery. The Rev. B. 
Panelll (vicar ofthe parish) conducted the service, and Messrs. 
Apps and Sons thefuneral arrangements.

The late Mr. Qualtrough was born near the site of the:Wattle 
Glenrailway station, and with the exception of. seven years, whe 
he was inthe employ of Dr. Bleake in Heidelberg as a young man, 
he had lived inthe Glen, being engaged in orchard work and 
selling firewood.

He married a young woman from Wales 37 years ago, and leaves 
a widow,his sons (Balfour and Horace) and a daughter (Evelyn). 
The sons livenear Melbourne, and Miss Qualtrough is a teacher 
in the Dliamond Creekschool. The eldest son is deceased.

Mr. Qualtrough was a member, of the Church of England at 
DiamondCreek, the foundation stone of the building being laid 
the day he wasborn-Novembei 11, 1867. He attended the 
Diamiond Creek State Schoolunder ,Mr Bill, but whenm a school 
was opened in UpperDiamond Creekhe bcame a scholar under 
Mr Burston.

His father came from the Isle of Man in the fifties, being 
attractedby the gold rush. He has a brother (Henry) living in 
Waattle Glen, andfour sisters in other parts of the State. The 
deceased was a reservedindustrious, and good living manand his 
widow and family have the deepsymnpathy of a large circle of 
friends.
